·Call 266-Ride (7433) rideshare staff will assist you

·Log onto www.rideshareetc.organd create a 
password-protected account by filling in home and 
work address and work hours

·Then run a carpool, vanpool, Metro Transit, bike or 
park-n-ride lot search of options based on specific 
circumstances.

·The database will return a list of available partners 
or services near the commuter for setting up rides 
to work and home. There is no charge or obligation 
for this service.

We Have Help Available
· Guaranteed Ride Home taxi vouchers

The Guaranteed Ride Home service is a safety net for those 

who worry that they will be stranded if they go to work without 

their vehicle. Full-time participants that register with the 

Rideshare Etc. program can get up to 6 free taxi vouchers per year 

mailed to them so if an illness or other emergency comes up they 

can call for a ride home and the voucher will be accepted for 

payment. The maximum value per ride is $75-approx 40 miles.
